OF RECORDS FOR LARGEST DISPLAY OF EGG CARTON FLOWERS,
SPANNING ACROSS SIX METERS.

Wednesday, 31 May 2023 — Sree Narayana Mission recorded the largest display of
flowers made from egg cartons measuring 2.4m (h) by 6.6m (I) in the Singapore Book
of Records for the first time today.

The display was a concerted effort by our residents, clients, and service users from
the Nursing Home, Senior Care Centres (Yishun and Woodlands), Meranti Home, and
SNM Care Centre. In line with our 75th anniversary celebrations this year, a total of
750 flowers were done bearing our corporate colours - blue, orange and yellow.

This unique endeavour was completed over a period of four months with participants
dedicating their time to produce this beautiful work of art. The project not only provided
our talented seniors a platform to showcase their artistic abilities, but it also instilled a
deep sense of pride and accomplishment within them, and we are immensely proud
of their remarkable achievement.

SNM is aregistered, secular society with charity status and is a member of the National
Council of Social Services (NCSS). It attained the 'Institution of Public Character' (IPC)
status in 1987 and has maintained its charter since. SNM is also a proud recipient of
the Charity Transparency Awards (awarded by the Charity Council) several times,
latest being in 2022.

SNM operates a 224-bedded nursing home facility for residents who require
assistance in daily living and/or have daily nursing care needs. SNM will also be
managing a second nursing home facility in Yishun awarded by the Ministry of Health
(MOH), for an initial period of three years. It has an estimated capacity of over 300
beds and is slated to be ready in 2025.

SNM also operates two Senior Care Centres (SCC) for the elderly, with one, co-
located within the Nursing Home in Yishun and offering a Maintenance Day Care
Programme. The other SCC is located at Woodlands and offers both Maintenance and
Dementia Day Care Programmes. We will also be running a third Senior Care Centre
at Bedok Reservoir Road in 2023.

Appointed by the Ministry of Social and Family Development (MSF), SNM is also the
managing agent of Meranti Home @ Pelangi Village, a 200-bedded psychiatric welfare
home. Additionally, SNM also provides several community services including
programmes for single mothers, educational financial assistance, and befriender
services for the disadvantaged community at large.
